GOAL Ethiopia wishes to have a framework agreement for three years of Freight transportation Service in Ethiopia. The service provider will be required to enter a framework contract with GOAL Ethiopia and the following Scope of Services are stated below but not be limited to the details specified herein:
1. Provision of Freight transportation Service to GOAL when required both in Addis Ababa and in all different regions. 
2. To Provide different capacity trucks for transporting different items for field areas as per requirement.
3. Provision of Freight Transportation service promptly as and when required during the contract period.
4. Assign only Trucks with valid road license, and comprehensive insurance cover.
5. Assign the trucks and well-behaved drivers with valid driving license. 

The successful service provider:
· Avails Freight transportation Service as per the request. 

· Trucks may be used for GOAL business- While the truck is loaded with GOAL materials, it is not allowed to load anything from outside the GOAL organization.
· GOAL reserves the right to cancel the bids or for a particular Trucks capacity without assigning any reason.
Terms of Payment 
· No Payment shall be made in advance or any loan from any bank or financial institution shall be recommended based on the order of award of service. Payment of invoices would take about 30 days on an average from the date of submission of the invoice. 
· The Freight transportation service provider shall submit the invoice in the first week of following month in respect of previous month for sanction of the amount of invoice and passing the invoice for payment.
